is aculture where substance abuse is nearly the accepted norm. Kids don’t just use drugs; they get wasted on them.
They use drugs to run away from the problems they face at home and at school. They self-medicate with
prescription drugs to control their own fedings and emotions. Kids now drink with the express purpose of getting
“asdrunk as possible,” al consequences be damned. Thereisno “socia drinking” in teen circles, just drinking to
get drunk.

For the most part we as parents are largely in the dark as to the extent of the drug problem in our teens' culture. Did
you know that kids can purchase just about any substance they want from friends at school, and if they can’t get it
at school they have afriend who knows where and how to get it? Asa parent it can be overwhelming.

As a church we have been touched by the effects of drug abuse in too many ways to count. With thisin mind we
have invited somefriends, all from the Palmer Drug Abuse Program, to speak with you and our studentson
April 10th at 7 pm. We hope that you will join us for an eye-opening discussion on an issue that affects us al
deeply.

“For | amthe Lord your God; sanctify yourselves therefore,
and be holy, for | amholy.” Leviticus 11:44

Sanctification. For some of us, that’s a big word with ameaning that isn’t al that clear. Santification
comes from the Latin word sanctus, which means “holy.” In the most basic sense, then, to be sanctified is
to be made holy.

What does holiness really mean? What difference does it make? Why would we want to be holy? And
even if we want holiness, how do we become holy?

The Old Testament perceived holiness as an issue for al of life. To be holy was to be whole and
complete, orderly as God intended creation to be. The people of the Old Testament were to sanctify
themselves by keeping the laws God had given them, and God in turn would sanctify them. Holiness was
not a sabbath event; it was afactor in everything they did. And it affected everything they did. The
prophet Ezekiel complained that when Israel had “lived on their own soil, they defiled it with their ways
and their deeds” (Ezekiel 36:17). Not only were they unclean; they had made the land unclean.

Jesus added a specia dimension to the issue of holiness in the Sermon on the Mount. He extended the
boundaries of love when he said “love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, so that you
may be children of your Father in Heaven” (Matthew 5:44-45). Jesus continued in saying, “Be perfect,
therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect” (Matthew 5:48). The goal, according to Jesus, is holiness of
the most demanding kind, holiness that is perfect as God is perfect — a holiness that expressesitself in
love. Jesuswas asking for more than high ethical conduct as was asked in the Old Testament. Jesus was
asking for alove that knew no boundaries. This holiness called for hearts that |ooked with love upon
everyone, regardless of their connections or whether they were deserving of that love.

Whether in the Old Testament or the New Testament, holinessis clearly expected of God's community.
To be the people of God isto be aholy people. Holinessis not optional for the people of God.

Our purpose in turning to God is that we should be saved. God' s purposeis that we should be holy. God,
being gracious, seems to accept us on our terms, in that God saves us even though we don’t show
inclination toward or hunger for holiness. But we disappoint the divine love if we settle for less than our
ultimate sanctification.

“But what is perfection? The word has various senses. here it means perfect love. It islove excluding sin;

love filling the heart, taking up the whole capacity of the soul. It is love ‘rgoicing evermore, praying
without ceasing, in everything giving thanks.””

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Good News From the Finance Committee

PC (U.S.A.) PILP Mortgage Interest Rebate

Our church has received a $1,954.94 interest rate rebate from the Presbyterian Church
(USA) Investment and Loan Program (PILP) as aresult of investments made by some of
our members and investment of some church funds. The Finance Committee as well as
the entire session extends our sincere appreciation to those of you who have invested in
thisimportant program.

The PILPis sometimes referred to as “ Get the Point.” It benefits not only the investor as aresult of the competitive
rates paid on investments, but it directly effects the net cost to SHPC for interest paid on our primary mortgage
whichisheld by PILP. Asinvestments reach established thresholds, interest rate reductions are increasingly
initiated at % levels. At the present time, our reduction amountsto ¥2 %, but could amount to %2 if we are able
to increase our investments by alittle more than $60,000. Investments are made directly with PILP, and they keep
the amounts confidential .

Additionally, this program enables PILP to assist other churches with low cost construction programs.

Brochures about thisimportant program are maintained in the narthex and the church office in case you are
interested inits details. The brochure includes a prospectus you may study as well as points of contact in PILP
where you may seek answers to your questions. Y ou are invited to participatein this program.

Remodel/Building Fund

The Remodel/Building Fund (formerly known as Foundations for Our Future) was established at
the time of the last capital campaign. It was maintained to control funds that were primarily
designated for the refurbishment of our facility, but when the campaign ended some funds were
retained due to a perception that we would need some money over and above the amount contributed
each year for day to day operations. This perception came true as we had to perform some
modifications during 2004 due to building egress requirements we were previousy unaware of .
(Last year we had afire/safety inspector that knew the code better than previous inspectors.)
Additionally, we have recently used some of the funds to explore maximizing use of our property
for additional building space.

Thereally neat thing about the fund is some member s of our congregation have continued to contributeto it
over and abovetheir normal contributionsto the operations of SHPC. Morethan $17,000 was contributed
tothefund last year, and it has a current balance of morethan $32,000. Thanksto those of you who
continueto contributeto the fund.

If you are soinclined, you may make a contribution to the fund by writing a check, over and abovethe
amount contributed for normal operations, and marking it for the“ Remodel/Building Fund”. Please
remember that it should be a special contribution that is made without reducing the amount normally provided
asyour pledge or offering because the operating budget is based on that. We do not want to short oneto add to the
other.
